The Southeastern Grasslands Initiative: Charting a
New Course for Conservation in the 21st Century

Dwayne Estes serves as executive
director for the Southeastern Grass-
lands Initiative (SGI). For his leader-
ship in developing SGI, Estes was
named the 2017 Tennessee Conser-
vationist of the Year by the Tennes-
see Wildlife Federation. At Austin
Peay State University, Dwayne also
serves as Professor of Biology and
Director of the APSU Herbarium, a
plant museum with over 130,000
specimens. In the past three years, . ; ;
he and his collaborators have secured nearly $2 m|II|on doIIars in grants and donatlons,
including grants from the National Science Foundation. He and his team are building a
strong network of collaborators across a 23-state region that includes citizen scientists,
private landowners, academic researchers, government agencies and NGOs, corpora-
tions and philanthropic foundations.
